«DRIP’UP», pass, cooperate and «TARG» at the «<TARGGET>. The aim is to win
the match. A team achieves victory by scoring the highest number of points from
shots on «TARGGET>.

A sport requiring not only dexterity, strategy, and precision, but also intensity,
it suits both families and committed competitors.

Thanks to its portable and easy to install equipment, RAQBALL can be played
anywhere. Participation, Respect, Innovation and Mobility (P.R.I.M.) are the values
that inspire the practice of RAQBALL.

RULES OF RABBALL

Two teams of six players each (three in play and three replacements,
each player with a RAQQET), play against each other to win the match.
Their aim: to hit the opponent’s TARGGET with the BALL.

The players achieve this by passing the ball between team-mates and by moving
individually, with the aim of scoring with a TARG.

The TARGGETS are round boards 110 cm in diameter, positioned at height, and
with a hollow centre 40 cm in diameter. The court is 20 m long and 10 m wide.
